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DEADLINE:  Abstracts must be received no later than February 8, 2008.
Abstracts describing original contributions in the areas of in vitro ligand assays including molecular diagnostics, proteomics and pharmacogenomics or their application to clinical situations will be considered for presentation.  Selection of abstracts will be based on originality, style, content, methodology, and current relevance.  Abstracts will be judged solely on their own merits; additional supporting data will not be considered.  On occasion, several abstracts are submitted from an organization describing multiple method evaluations which are repetitive and could be advantageously combined into one or two abstracts.  Authors are encouraged to combine these evaluation reports before submission.  Otherwise they may be required to combine them by the Abstract Review Committee as a condition of acceptance.  Accepted abstracts will be printed in the Journal of Clinical Ligand Assay/Syllabus.  They will be presented at the Poster Sessions at the National Meeting.  Guidelines for poster presentations will be sent to selected authors with notification of acceptance.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS:

1. You have a choice of using the post office or electronic mail to submit your abstract.

2. If mailing the abstract through the post office, the typed abstract form will be used as camera-ready copy for printing the abstract in the Journal/Syllabus, therefore the form should be clean and legible without folds or creases.

3. If mailing the abstract through the post office, we recommend use of a laser printer or a printer of equivalent quality.

4. The heading of the abstract must include title, author(s), and location(s) where the work was performed.  The body of the abstract must include the objective(s) of the work, the methodology used, a summary of the results, and a statement of conclusion(s).  Abstracts without these requirements will automatically be rejected.

5. Abstract content is limited to 300 words (including one table, figure or graph) or 500 words without a table, figure or graph.  Tables should be included within the text and not as a separate attachment.

6. Underline the name of the author presenting the abstract, who is also responsible for the abstract form assuring its authenticity and originality.

7. If abbreviations are used, indicate the unabbreviated meaning with the first use.

8. The deadline for submission is February 8, 2008.  Abstracts received after this date cannot be considered due to printing deadlines.  If using the post office, we suggest First Class, Priority Mail or overnight services.

9. Notification of receipt of abstract will be sent by email.

10. The presenting author will be notified of the abstract’s status at the end of March 1, 2008.

11. Each abstract must be sponsored by a member of the Clinical Ligand Assay Society.  Each member may sponsor only one abstract.
