PRIOR PUBLICATION. TheJournal will not consider for publicdon a paper that has been published previously or submitted or accepted for
publication elsewhere. Papers which follow a preliminary report or abstract, however, will be considered. A statamiking the preliminary
publication should be included ithe transmittal letter.

TRANSFER OF COPYRIGHT. It is understood that thiournal will maintain the copyright of all published manuscripts. A Transfer of
Copyright form must be signed and submitted before final acceptance.

GENERAL INFORMATION. Each manus#pt should include: title page, abstract, text, references, legends, acknowledgments, figures, and
tables. All sections of the paper must be typed desjpdeed. Submit an original and two copies of the manuscript with two sets of unmounted
illustrationsalong with a transmittal letter to the Editor.

Disk submission:The final revision of each manuscript should be submitted in computer disk format using MSWord or WordPerfect, along with
two printed copies. The following style guidelines apply:

1. Referenes should be cited in parentheses in the text in order of appearance.

2. Handwritten changes are not acceptable.

3. Papers must be written in clear and concise English.

4. Generic names should be used. When necessary, include references to manufagawesthéses, citing the name and location.
